Pilot Bill of Right 2-­‐A Chance at
Aeromedical Reform

On February 26, 2015, the Pilot Bill of
Rights 2 (PBOR2) was introduced in
both the U.S. Senate and House of
Representatives that would put EAA-­‐
supported aeromedical reform into
effect along with a number of other
protections for pilots and other
airmen.

the general aviation community."

The legislation is off to a good start
with more than 10 co-­‐sponsors from
both parties in the senate and 3 in
house. Noticeably absent was any
Wisconsin support (No support from
Maryland where AOPA is based
either).

Control Cable Tension -  
     In small aircraft, measuring cable 
tension is relatively simple using one of the 
common cable tensiometer tools that are 
available from aircraft supply houses. 

and where totake the measurement.  The 
control surface weight may need to be 
supported or the position fixed at neutral to 
remove that affect.  All other rigging, control 
surface travel adjustments, etc. should be 
completed before checking the tension. 
     NOTE - Some aircraft control cables may 
not have tension requirements - and are 
typically open loop systems.  A good 
example is the simple rudder control cable 
with a return spring (or no spring if pedal is 
hinged at the top) on the rudder pedal (2 open 
loop systems!).  The purpose of the spring is 
essentially to hold the pedal upright and in 
position and maintain adequate tension on the 
cable to avoid excess slack when at rest.  The 

Cable Types Ð  
     Aircraft control cables are fabricated 
from carbon steel or stainless (corrosion 
resistant) steel.  Some manufacturers use a 
nylon coated cable that has a flexible nylon 
coating over corrosion-resistant steel 
(CRES) cable.  The nylon coating may 
increase the service life by protecting the 
cable strands from friction wear, keeping 
dirt and grit out, and dampening vibration 
which can work harden the wires in long 
runs of cable.  Use only were specified. 
     Cable designations are based on the 
number of strands and wires in each strand. 
The 7 !  19 cable is made up of seven 
strands of 19 wires each. This cable is very 
flexible and is used in primary control 
systems and in other locations where 
operation over pulleys is frequent. The 7 !  
7 cable consists of seven strands of seven 
wires each. This cable is of medium 
flexibility and is used for trim tab controls,

    For any given style, follow the 
instructions supplied with the tool.  
General good practices include positioning 
the tool so that itÕs weight does not affect 
the reading, and so as not to distort and 
apply load to the cable that would affect 
the reading. 

     Most cable control systems are a closed 
loop system, and particuarly with 
unbalanced controls one side will likely 
have more load on it than the other (when 
at rest on the ground, your ÒupÓ elevator 
cable may have much greater tension than 
the ÒdownÓ cable, because it is supporting 
the weight of the control surface).  The 
aircraft manufacturer may recommend how 

pedal pressure provided by the pilotÕs feet 
naturally provides the necessary tension 
when in use.  Some rudder cable systems will 
utilize a balance cable between the two 
pedals Ð creating a closed loop system Ð and 
thus the need for checking tension. 
     For an aircraft constructed from 
aluminum, and control cables of steel, the 
difference in coefficients of thermal 
expansion will cause the cable tension to 
change.  For example, during hot weather 
conditions the aluminum airframe expansion 
will cause the cables to become more taught.  
Large aircraft may use cable tensions 
regulators in the cable systems Ð which 
maintain the cable tension automatically.  
This condition is usually not a real problem 
for steel tube structures, and can be just the 
reverse with wood structures.   
     Thermal changes should be considered 
when setting up cable tension (brace wires as 
well!).  If a certified aircraft Ð the service 
manual will address how to do it.  With an 
amateur built, you need to use common sense 
or follow the kit manufacturers 
recommendation.   

engine controls, and indicator controls. 
     NOTE - Generally, the more flexible 
the cable, the more inherent stretch it will 
have.  This stretching is a disadvantage 
for cables used for structural bracing.   
     Non-flexible cables (1 x 7 or 1 x 19) are 
something the new aircraft mechanic may 
not be frequently exposed to, but were used 
on many older aircraft, and some amateur 
builts (think Bowers FlyBaby, Baby Ace, 
Pobe Pixie, Pietenpol, etc.), for internal 
and/or external bracing.    Under these 
types of structural applications, 
substituting 7 x 19 in place of 1 x 19 can 
have undesirable consequences.  Be aware!
